Foodstuffs of Animal Origin (FOAO) may transmit diseases to the public or other animals.  To prevent this Falkland Islands Government have imposed conditions for the importation of such products originating from outwith the EU.  It is important to note that conditions of importation will vary between countries as they are dependent on the disease status of the country of export.  FOAO include anything that contains products derived from animals.

General conditions of import are outlined below.  However, for specific details for any given country please contact the DoA.  

1. All FOAO may be imported as per European Union (EU) regulations i.e. processed in EU approved establishments and accompanied by health certification equivalent to that used for export of such products into the EU.

2. All Fresh Meat, Meat Preparations, Mechanically Separated Meat & Minced Meat * – must be processed in EU approved establishments and accompanied by health certification equivalent to that used for export of such products into the EU.

3. All Products containing Fresh Meat, Meat Preparations, Mechanically Separated Meat or Minced Meat * - must be processed in EU approved establishments and accompanied by health certification equivalent to that used for export of such products into the EU.

4. All Meat Products * – must be processed in EU approved establishments and accompanied by health certification equivalent to that used for export of such products into the EU OR must meet the criteria listed under “Treatments to eliminate certain animal health risks linked to meat and milk” as per Annex III under Council Directive 2002/99/EC.  It is the company’s responsibility to prove that certain treatments have been met as outlined in the above mentioned EU directive.

5. All Products containing Meat Products * – must be processed in EU approved establishments and accompanied by health certification equivalent to that used for export of such products into the EU OR must meet the criteria listed under “Treatments to eliminate certain animal health risks linked to meat and milk” as per Annex III under Council Directive 2002/99/EC.  It is the company’s responsibility to prove that certain treatments have been met as outlined in the above mentioned EU directive.
      *  ‘Meat’ includes all meats derived from domestic ungulates & domestic poultry
5. Milk and Milk Products - must be sourced and processed in European Union (EU) approved establishments and be packaged in original EU packaging bearing the EU symbol OR must be accompanied by zoo sanitary certification signed by the official competent authority of that country stating that the minimum specific criteria for safe importation into the FI have been met.  
In brief:
· All milk & milk products have been manufactured from raw material which has been treated as per Annex I of Commission Regulation (EU) No 605/2010 of 02 July 2010 laying down animal and public health and veterinary certification conditions for the introduction into the EU of raw milk and dairy products intended for human consumption, columns B & C;

· Appropriate Animal & Public Health Programmes are maintained to ensure the products are safe to import without risk to human or animal health;

· The raw milk used to manufacture the product/s is obtained from animals known to be under nationally recognised Tuberculosis and Listeriosis control programmes.  They are also known to be free of Tuberculosis and Listeriosis and any other diseases at the time of production;
· The product(s) have been manufactured from raw milk that has come from holdings that comply with systems that ensure a high-quality standard of hygiene is maintained; 

· The product(s) come from establishments implementing a programme based on the HACCP principles; 
· Milk & milk products must be sourced from animals known to be under controlled veterinary regulations and withdrawal periods for any veterinary treatments given to the animals are strictly observed;
· All products are fully identifiable and traceable to place of origin.
6. Eggs -  must be sourced and processed in European Union (EU) approved establishments and be packaged in the original EU packaging bearing the EU symbol OR must be accompanied by zoo sanitary certification signed by the official competent authority of that country stating that the minimum specific criteria for safe importation into the FI have been met. 
In brief: 

· Appropriate Animal & Public Health Programmes are maintained to ensure the products are safe to import without risk to human or animal health;

· Country of export, territories, zones or compartments, is free from the following avian diseases:  Highly Pathogenic Avian Influenza and Newcastle Disease;

· Eggs are sourced from flocks of laying hens that are under nationally recognised Salmonella control programme and they do not come from flocks known to be infected with Salmonella spp.;
· Eggs are sourced from holdings that comply with systems that ensure a high-quality standard of hygiene is maintained; 

· Eggs must be clean and free from any faecal or other organic matter; 
· Eggs come from establishments implementing a programme based on the HACCP principles;
· Eggs must be sourced from flocks known to be under controlled veterinary regulations and withdrawal periods for any veterinary treatments given to the birds are strictly observed;
· Eggs are clearly identifiable as to place of origin by means of appropriate marking and traceable to place of origin.
7. The Department of Agriculture must be notified in writing, (Fax or E Mail acceptable) at least 3 (three) working days PRIOR to arrival of the goods into the Falkland Islands.  However, it is strongly advisable to notify the DoA at time of the order.   Details to include name of product, quantity to be imported, country of origin, method of transport, consignor and estimated time of arrival.  
8. If sourced from an approved EU establishment, full details must be given i.e. EU approval number, name of establishment and address.   Those products which are sourced direct from EU approved establishments must also be imported direct from the country they originated from i.e. they cannot enter another third country unless under strict IN TRANSIT terms.
9. Each consignment to be accompanied by ORIGINAL import certification and a packing list and/or invoice indicating type and quantity of goods being imported.

10. Goods will not be released until all import documentation has been received by the DoA and goods inspected.

11. Consignments arriving without correct health certification will be impounded and possibly destroyed at importers’ expense.

12. Import consignments and/or Import Permits can be revoked by Proclamation from the Governor if the ANIMAL DISEASE STATUS alters in the country of origin.
